(2b)  The general body of work in a particular area; 
 
(3) The full name, address, and professional affiliation of the nominator. 
 
Please send the Letter of Nomination (500 words maximum) in support your 
nominee, along with evidence of/reference to his/her achievements and 
contributions (see #2 above) by July 30 to:
